Contemporary urban transformation
is not a neutral technical process,
as it is often presented by
dominant discourse, but a political
arena of intense conflicts for the
determination of space, economy,
and society.

Thessaloniki is no exception to this
rule.

In  neighbourhoods and squares,
practices of social movements,
commons, and solidarity are
emerging, redefining the relationship
with public space. These are not
limited to momentary protests but
often crystallize into permanent
structures: from the Urban Planning
Committee of the Karatasou Park
neighbourhood to the Organizing
Committee for the Referendum
on the Thessaloniki International
Fair (AEO®), and from self-managed
social spaces to cooperatives across
the «city. These practices—with
their limits and difficulties—test
and implement different everyday
realities for the city, thus producing
a different urban imaginary based on
collective claims and solidarity.

In contrast to these images of
participation and democracy, there
is also an image of a Thessaloniki
transforming to accommodate and
serve its new “users”: investors and
tourist capital.

From the period of the crisis
until  today, Thessaloniki has
been  experiencing its own
“neoliberalisation”:  the public
sector is shrinking, the state is
retreating in favour of the private
sector, and the city’s needs are
being equated with the needs of
its investors—see investments and
gentrification in the city’s western
side.

Large-scale technical infrastru-
ctures and projects are
implemented through fast-
track procedures and decisions,
bypassing any reactions and
resistance from the city’s residents
and movements. Quite often, it is
not clear at what scale the city’s
major projects are planned or by
which bodies they are decided—
see the flyover project—while at
other times, these projects clash
with the city’s existing functions.
Public consultation for choosing
one “developmental” priority over
another is either done pro forma
or—in many cases—not done at
all.

Social infrastructures and housing
are being transformed to meet
the needs of thousands of
visitors and tourist capital, as is
happening in so many cities across
Greece. Hotels, hospitality, and
entertainment services come to
the fore, displacing traditional
commerce and the housing of the
poorer social strata.

The round table focuses on culture and
creativity in Thessaloniki. This is a central theme
in narratives about the city’s identity, which
faces multiple threats, both internal and ex-
ternal. Among other things, loss of vital space,
reduced attractiveness, overconcentration of
large private cultural institutions in Athens, and,
above all, lack of strategy and coordination. The
lack of collaboration, synergy, and participation
in an ecosystem of numerous diverse actors
(from individual artists to large-scale public cul-
tural/administrative and self-governing bod-
ies) very often creates a cacophony, sometimes
inevitably gaps and overlaps, and a complete lack
of vision and strategy. The roundtable discussion
attempts to shed light on the multitude of open
issues at all levels of cultural life and creativity in
the city, pointing to possible courses of action.

From the 1980s to the present day, DIY
music  studios have served as spaces
for  socializing,  collective  creation, and
mutual learning for musicians in Thessaloniki.
Particularly since 2000, self-managed spaces
for collaboration and artistic expression have
emerged in old industrial buildings in the
western downtown area, such as Ladadika and
Fragkomachalas.

The abandonment of these buildings, low
rents, and the unique landscape of the
western city center created space for an
informal yet vibrant cultural ecosystem.
Through self-organization and determination,
music communities have revived abandoned
spaces, infusing the life of the city—and
the entire country—with bands,
recording projects, and concert events.
Inrecentyears, however, the rapid spread of short-
term rentals has transformed even unsuitable
buildings  into  tourist = accommodations,
displacing artistic groups and threatening a
cultural hub that has existed for four decades.
The collapse of these informal but essential
musical infrastructure leads not only to a
decline in artistic creation but also to the
loss of a crucial part of the city’s
contemporary history, from which emerged
important bands in the rock, reggae, and
electronic music scenes, among others.

We are gathering once again on Embar Street,
because culture does not live only in monuments,
but also in the daily creativity and lives of the
residents. Protecting and supporting music
studios is not merely a matter of cultural policy;
it is an act in favor of social cohesion, creativity,
and cultural democracy.
