Contemporary urban transforma-
tion is not a neutral technical pro-
cess, as it is often presented by
dominant discourse, but a political
arena of intense conflicts for the
determination of space, economy,
and society.

Thessaloniki is no exception to this
rule.

In neighbourhoods and squares,
practices of social movements,
commons, and solidarity are
emerging, redefining the relation-
ship with public space. These are
not limited to momentary pro-
tests but often crystallize into
permanent structures: from the
Urban Planning Committee of the
Karatasou Park neighbourhood to
the Organizing Committee for the
Referendum on the Thessaloniki
International Fair (AEO), and from
self-managed social spaces to co-
operatives across the city. These
practices—with their limits and
difficulties—test and implement
different everyday realities for the
city, thus producing a different ur-
ban imaginary based on collective
claims and solidarity.

In contrast to these images of par-
ticipation and democracy, there
is also an image of a Thessaloniki
transforming to accommodate
and serve its new “users”: inves-
tors and tourist capital.

From the period of the crisis until
today, Thessaloniki has been ex-
periencing its own “neoliberalisa-
tion”: the public sector is shrink-
ing, the state is retreating in favour
of the private sector, and the city’s
needs are being equated with the
needs of its investors—see invest-
ments and gentrification in the
city’s western side.

Large-scale technical infrastruc-
tures and projects are implement-
ed through fast-track procedures
and decisions, bypassing any re-
actions and resistance from the
city’s residents and movements.
Quite often, it is not clear at what
scale the city’s major projects are
planned or by which bodies they
are decided—see the flyover proj-
ect—while at other times, these
projects clash with the city’s exist-
ing functions. Public consultation
for choosing one “developmental”
priority over another is either done
pro forma or—in many cases—not
done at all.

Social infrastructures and housing
are being transformed to meet
the needs of thousands of visitors
and tourist capital, as is happening
in so many cities across Greece.
Hotels, hospitality, and entertain-
ment services come to the fore,
displacing traditional commerce
and the housing of the poorer
social strata.

The round table focuses on culture and
creativity in Thessaloniki. This is a central theme
in narratives about the city’s identity, which fac-
es multiple threats, both internal and external.
Among other things, loss of vital space, reduced
attractiveness, overconcentration of large pri-
vate cultural institutions in Athens, and, above
all, lack of strategy and coordination. The lack
of collaboration, synergy, and participation in
an ecosystem of numerous diverse actors (from
individual artists to large-scale public cultur-
al/administrative and self-governing bodies)
very often creates a cacophony, sometimes
inevitably gaps and overlaps, and a complete lack
of vision and strategy. The roundtable discussion
attempts to shed light on the multitude of open
issues at all levels of cultural life and creativity in
the city, pointing to possible courses of action.

The workshop opens a discussion on the co-creation
of a framework for action research on the commons
in the city of Thessaloniki. Our approach has two
components: (a) The identification and investigation
of areas of conflict between different social actors
regarding the shaping of the processes, infrastruc-
tures, and relationships that determine social life
and reproduction in the city, and (b) Intervention in
these conflicts by conducting action research on the
commons, with the participation of organizations
and actors that coordinate “bottom-up” actions in
the city. There are different methods and tools in
this direction, as well as different experiences from
the members of the team. The aim is to explore an
epistemological and methodological framework for
action research, with the aim of highlighting conflicts
but also intervening in them in a direction that em-
powers the socially disadvantaged.
